FUNDRAISING GUIDELINES
Thank you for helping us make wishes come true! In planning and conducting your fundraiser, please follow these guidelines:

· We do not allow door-to-door or telephone solicitation.

· Please use care when using the Make-A-Wish Foundation name and logo. Note that “Make-A-Wish” is spelled with a capital “A” and with hyphens (Not “Make a Wish”). Also, please do not alter our “swirl and star” logo by customizing it to your specific event (e.g., do not change the logo to read “Make-A-Cake” if your school is conducting a cake walk). If you would like our logo to add to letters, flyers, etc., please contact the Make-A-Wish office to receive an official logo by email or mail. Taking care in these matters helps us protect our brand!

· Our mission is to grant the wishes of children with life-threatening medical conditions. Please do not refer to the children that we serve as “terminally ill” or “dying”, as these labels can instill a sense of defeat and can be counterproductive as our wish kids fight to overcome their illnesses. Many of these children are able to beat their illnesses, and we believe in the importance of keeping a positive mindset!

· Please keep careful track of the money that you raise, and send the money directly to your local Make-A-Wish chapter office within one month after the end of your fundraiser.

· If you are going to advertise your fundraising event outside of the school community, please coordinate this with your local Make-A-Wish chapter office. The state also requires that the following disclaimer appears on all flyers, tickets, etc. (can be in small print at the bottom): The Make-A-Wish Foundation® of Greater Pennsylvania and Southern West Virginia advises you that a copy of the official registration and financial information may be obtained from the Pennsylvania Department of State by calling toll-free, within Pennsylvania, 1-800-732-0999. West Virginia residents may obtain a summary of the registration and financial documents from the Secretary of State, State Capitol, West Virginia 25305. Registration does not imply endorsement.
· Please do not solicit prizes or request appearances of celebrities or sports figures, unless you are personally affiliated with the star. As a wish-granting organization, we need to make sure that celebrities are available to our wish kids first and foremost and we would not want a wish denied because the celebrity already supported Make-A-Wish through an event.
AFTER YOUR EVENT
Once your event is finished, congratulate yourself on a job well done and be sure to:

· Count all of your money carefully and make sure that any expenses you had are covered

· Thank any donors that have made a substantial gift, such as food donations or large sponsorships. By law, a written thank you letter needs to be given to anyone who gives $250 or more. Contact Make-A-Wish for a letter for tax purposes to distribute to these donors.

· Send any checks made out to ‘Make-A-Wish’ to our office or collect all donations and send in one check

· DO NOT send any cash through the mail

· Mail donation to your local Make-A-Wish contact (see Office Locations) or mail your donation to Make-A-Wish Foundation, The Gulf Tower, 707 Grant St., 37th Fl., Pittsburgh, PA 15219

· Include the name of your school, the name of the group of students that participated (if applicable, such as club name, grades, or whole school), and the name and address where the thank you letter should be sent

Paper Chain Competition/ Spirit Chain - Each grade level competes to make the longest paper chain. Each grade is assigned a different color chain. Links are sold for a set donation.

Penny War - Grades compete against other grades to collect the most pennies. Pennies are “positive points” and students are encouraged to put “silver coins” in other jars as “negative points.”

Make-A-Wish® Money Week - Students donate change each day of the week (Monday - pennies; Tuesday - nickels; Wednesday - dimes; Thursday - quarters; Friday - dollars). 

Dance Marathon - Reserve your school’s gymnasium and ask a local DJ to donate their services. Have students obtain pledges from relatives and friends. Give each hour a theme, run dance contests, and give prizes to best dancer, best costume, etc. Set a time limit and dance the night away!

Sell Candy-Grams - For a set donation, kids write messages to friends and teachers to be delivered during the day. Each message has a piece of candy attached. Great around holidays!

Plan a Talent Show - Sell tickets in the community and school for a talent show held at your school. Students and/or teachers perform their greatest talents, such as singing, dancing, magic tricks, baton twirling, etc.

Duct-Tape Your Principal to the Wall – Sell strips of duct tape and then have a duct-taping ceremony.

Car Coin Competition - Have community members bring their show cars. Put donation cans on each car and the car who collects the most money wins a prize.

Bachelor/Bachelorette Auction – Ask students to volunteer to be “auctioned” for a day to the highest bidder. Ask local businesses to donate prizes such as dinner certificates, movie passes, flowers, etc.

 “Superstar for Wishes” – Students purchase pre-cut stars and write their wishes on them to be hung in the hallway of your school
